BUS TOURS IN TOKYO

Tokyo's transportation system is highly de-
veloped but taking a bus tour is a good
way to see the sights efficiently, since the
famous spots in Tokyo are covered and vis-
ited in one or half-a-day tours. These sights
would include Tokyo Skytree, the highest
free-standing broadcasting tower in the
world, the traditional shitamachi town of
Asakusa, and Ginza, where upscale shops
line the streets. Various tours are available,
such as the following: guided tours in En-
glish for non-Japanese; tours to experience

attending a tea ceremony; double-decker
open-top bus tours; tours to watch kabuki;
and tours that are coupled with a cruise of
Tokyo Bay to enjoy the night view.
